Topics:
1. Minutes from October 12th meeting were approved with the following correction:

· Next year we still want 3 sessions of Math Summer Bridge, but the first session will have only two sections.
2. Pathways Objective:

· Maintain Math 105 success rate at previous year’s level.
· Increase success rate in Math 220 by 10%. Focus on Math 220. We may extend individual tutoring through STEM Center for repeating students. 
· Increase success rates in Math My Way by 10%. Note that MMW will be looked at by Math department and college in the upcoming year. 

· Remove non-basic skills classes from objective as they will be funded through Equity.

· Increase success rate in English 209 by 5%. Possible interventions include: providing book voucher, working with Katie to start using embedded tutors, and the Owl Scholars program. 
· We will contact ESL faculty to see if they think increasing the number of ESL students who transition from non-credit to credit ESL classes is a good target for this year. 

· Indicators: Success rates in English 209, Math My Way, Math 220, Math 105 and number of students enrolled in this classes and success rates of disproportionally impacted groups in these classes. .
Math Summer Bridge:

· Instead of trying to form cohorts of students from Math Summer Bridge we will make students aware of cohorts that already exist and familiarize them with other resources and programs on campus. 

English Summer Bridge:

· Allison will write the English Summer Bridge objective.
