o Overall, FTES decreased 126, which is a 4% decrease.

• Online Learning
o Total online learning estimated FTES is down 2% at 1,066.
o Online learning headcount increased marginally from 6,847 to 6,870.
o Online learning enrollment is down 1% from 9,995 to 9,926.
o Online learning sections offered is up slightly from 287 to 289.
