2012 Community College Survey of Student Engagement—ILOs

About the Survey

The CCSSE is a national survey instrument that was administered in-class to Foothill students and provides informa-
tion on student engagement. The survey, administered to Community College students, asks specific questions that
assess educational practices and student behaviors associated with higher learning, persistence and completion.
Spring 2012 represented the first time Foothill College participated in this survey.

Face to face courses offered in spring 2012 were randomly sampled to participate in this survey. In the end, 43 sec-
tions participated, resulting in 948 valid responses.
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e International students were overrepresented in the survey when compared to the overall student population (19% vs. 5%).
o  White students were underrepresented in the survey when compared to the overall student population (29% vs. 42%).

®  While almost two-thirds of respondents were between ages 18-24 (64%), less than half of the overall student population reflect the
same age range (40%).
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e  While full-time students made up the majority of survey respondents (66%) part-time students represent almost three-fourths of the
overall student population (73%).

®  Responses by gender were representative of the overall student population, with females representing 53% of survey respondents.

e Over half of the survey respondents felt that the college contributed very much or quite a bit to their ability to learn on their own
(64%), think critically (64%), interpret ideas or issues (57%) and synthesize information from various formats (51%).

e A higher percentage rate of students at other ex-large institutions (population > 15,000) compared to Foothill reported their
college contributed very much or quite a bit to learning effectively on their own (69% vs. 64%) and thinking critically and ana-

lytically (70% vs. 64%) ,

e A higher percentage rate of students at other ex-large institutions compared to Foothill reported their college contributed very
much or quite a bit to using technology (59% vs. 51%) and solving numerical problems (56% vs. 49%).

their opinions clearly (52%) and to write clearly and effectively (54%).

e A higher percentage rate of students at other ex-large institutions compared to Foothill reported their college contributed
very much or quite a bit to their ability to write (63% vs. 54%) and speak (59% vs. 47%) clearly and effectively.

e A higher percentage rate of students at other ex-large institutions compared to Foothill reported their college contributed very
much or quite a bit to working effectively with others (60% vs. 50%) and understanding themselves (56% vs. 51%) but a lower
rate of contributing to the welfare of your community (29% vs. 32%).
