Course Objectives: 
In this class we will learn about modern physics.  In addition, you will be working more independently in physics lab than in previous labs.

Course Content: 
Ten labs, found on the class website.
Course Grade:
Your lab grade will consist of 20% of your course grade.  Each lab will be out of 15 points – 5  points in a pre-lab quiz,  10 for the lab report.  50 points will come from oral assignments.  IMPORTANT – To pass the class you need to pass the lab.  60% is considered passing.

Lab Reports:
