The more than 5oo students who participate in Extended
Opportunity Programs & Services (EOPS) at Foothill College
have had one of the most expensive costs of a college
education—course textbooks—funded by two visionary
community groups.

Foothill’s EOPS Book Service Program recently received
$15,000 from the Rotary Club of Palo Alto and $7,500 from the
Palo Alto Weekly Holiday Fund. The contributions have been
used to purchase college textbooks for students who are
enrolled in Foothill classes, and who would otherwise be
unable to afford the textbooks that are required for college
