Senate Stipends—

Whereas, during the academic year 2003-2004 the Foothill College Academic Senators reduced their quarterly stipend from $300 to $10 to assist the FHDA district address a budget crisis, and,

whereas, the senators wish to confirm the stipend as a means of recognition for their efforts to address the academic issues of the college, and,

whereas, without the full restoration of funding during the academic year 2004-2004, the senators wish to maintain a stipend while reserving budget fund for basic needs,  

therefore, be it resolved that for the academic year 2004-2004, the stipend for Foothill College Academic Senators be set at $25 per quarter.
