Resolved the Foothill Academic Senate agrees jointly with the De Anza Academic Senate to assign the following duties to the office of the district senate president and  to employ the following procedures when selecting and compensating the district senate president and further agrees that changes to these procedures may not be made without action on the part of both the Foothill and De Anza senates.

District Senate President—

Selection Process:

The choice of district senate president will alternate between the two campuses every year. In the spring quarter, the campus whose turn it is to put forward a name for district senate president will select from a pool of candidates typically composed of former campus senate presidents. This name will be forwarded to the senate of the other campus for ratification. In this way both senates are involved in the selection process. Additionally, it will give the incoming district senate president an opportunity to meet with the members of the senate of the other campus. 

Duties—

The district senate president will be responsible for the following:

Co-chair the Joint Development Group

Attend both the fall and spring state plenary sessions, and vote for the district on plenary resolutions

Chair joint meetings between the Foothill and De Anza senates

As needed, the district senate president will be empowered to speak for both senates before the board of trustees on issues that both senates have agreed to previously

Compensation—

Unless the district senate president’s duties are expanded, the campus senate that is sponsoring the officer will compensate this office at a rate of $1,000.00 per quarter of service, excluding the summer term.

In addition, the sponsoring college will cover the reasonable expenses for the district senate president to attend the state plenary sessions, including lodging and registration fees.
