Information and Action Items:
Non-Credit Division – Swett. Denise Swett addressed the senate regarding the new Foothill Non-Credit Program. Two handouts were provided  (both are available on the Senate website). She noted that this is a great opportunity for growth, as the state is currently funding non-credit at about two-thirds WSCH. One concern that was addressed was curriculum development, and she clarified that the plan is to have faculty discipline experts develop non-credit course curriculum and submit it through usual curriculum approval processes. Full time faculty will be able to teach non-credit courses as overload assignments. One overall goal of this program is to draw a new student population to Foothill via these non-credit courses, and later ultimately attract them to enroll in credit courses.

Student ePortfolio Project – Baker. Foothill’s Dean of Distance Learning, Judy Baker, came to invite faculty to participate in an innovation grant project called the “Foothill College Student ePortfolio Pilot Project.” One handout was provided (please see attached). Currently, there are a variety of different ePortfolio solutions available. These run the gamut from very expensive to virtually cost-free. The goal is to evaluate the various ePortfolio tools that are available to us and determine which is most feasible for Foothill. Judy is seeking faculty volunteers to help in this evaluation process, as well as to pilot test ePortfolio tools in their classes. All faculty are invited to participate in an ePortfolio needs survey, which may be completed at http://foothill.eportfolio.squizmo.com.
