Petition to the Executive Committee,

The current Constitution of the Foothill College Academic Senate of 2010 includes language regarding the position, election, and duties of a singular part-time representative.  A request is made to augment this language to include the position, election, and duties of two part-time representatives. 

An amendment to the constitution would be made in Article V The Executive Committee, Section 2 Representation, as follows:

Current

Every division shall be entitled to two Senators. In addition, there shall be one part‐time Senator, chosen by a vote of currently teaching part‐time Foothill College faculty (excluding full‐time faculty teaching overload) once every two years. The part‐time senator shall be compensated at the rate of $300.00 per academic quarter of service from the Foothill College Academic Senate dues account, contingent upon the representative missing no more than one meeting per quarter. The part‐time senator shall be elected following the procedures found in Article VI.
Proposed Changes (bolded) 

Every division shall be entitled to two Senators.  In addition, there shall be two part-time Senators, chosen be a vote of currently teaching part-time faculty (excluding full-time faculty teaching overload) once every two years.  The part-time senators shall be compensated at the rate of $300.00 each per academic quarter of service from the Foothill College Academic dues account, contingent upon the representatives missing no more than one meeting per quarter.  The part-time senators shall be elected following the procedures found in Article VI.
Section 2 of Article VI is nonexistent.  An edit is proposed to renumber the current sections in Article VI from 1-5, to 1-4.

With this corrected numbering of Article VI, an additional section 5 is requested as follows:


Section 5. Election of Part-Time Senators.
a. Part-time Senators will be elected on the same schedule as described in Article VI, Section 1.

b. Elections for part-time Senators ideally shall be held every year, with staggered two-year terms.

c. In the event that there are two open positions, the two candidates with the highest vote totals shall be elected to serve starting the following Fall.  In order to stagger terms, the candidate in the 2013 election with the most votes will serve a two-year term, and the runner-up will serve a one year term.
With the inclusion of language acknowledging the position, election, and duties of two part-time senate representatives we the undersigned petition for an amendment to Article V, Section 2 of the Academic Senate Constitution.
