


Adding Student Learning Outcomes to Course Outlines of Record

Whereas, accreditation standard II.A.3. requires course outlines of record to include student learning outcomes; 

Whereas, the Foothill College Academic Senate honors faculty primacy in all matters related to curriculum and course outlines of record, including the identification and assessment of student learning outcomes for our courses;

Resolved, that the Foothill College Academic Senate supports the addition of SLOs to course outlines of record to be vetted by division curriculum committees in the same manner as other course outline components;
